Catherine Marshall (Keynote)

Catherine Marshall is a curator and art historian. She lectured in art history at Trinity College Dublin, the National College of Art and Design and
University College Dublin. As founding head of collections at the Irish Museum of Modern Art she curated exhibitions of outsider art from the
Musgrave Kinley Collection, exhibitions of Irish art in China, USA and the UK and throughout Ireland with the IMMA National Programme, and
was curator to the Engagement project, which brought together artists from the Kilkenny Collective for Arts Talent, Callan, with artists from
widely differing mainstream practices for a series of exhibitions 2013-21. She co-edited Art and architecture of Ireland, vol. 5, Twentieth century
(2014) and Janet Mullarney (2019). She is an active member of Na Cailleacha (Na Cailleacha.weebly.com). In 2019 she was recipient of the
first honorary doctorate in the History of Art from University College Dublin.

Mary Conlon

Mary Conlon is a curator based in the Northwest of Ireland. She is the Director of The Dock/Leitrim Arts Development CLG and former Artistic
Director of Ormston House CLG. Recent curatorial projects (2024—2025) include solo exhibitions by Caline Aoun, Noémie Goudal, Deborah
Kelly, Richard Malone, and Pauline Rowan. She is a partner on the Shared Island project, Farm Walks, commissioning joint proposals by artists
and farmers. In 2025, she was the chair of the jury for the Leopold Bloom Art Prize in Hungary.

Sara Muthi

Sara Muthi is an Irish-Romanian curator and writer based in Dublin. Her practice centres on commissions developed in collaboration with arts
and cultural institutions, with presentations in Ireland and Romania. She is an Assistant Curator at IMMA, working across several exhibitions,
including Technologies of Peace: Art and Transition in Contemporary Europe (1989-2026) and a Curatorial Collaborator with Kunstverein
Aughrim. She is a member of AICA — International Association of Art Critics. Previous roles include Guest Education Curator at the Hugh Lane
Gallery (2025) and Curator of Visual Art at Brown Mountain Diamond (2023-2026).

Aoife Banks

Aoife Banks is an Irish contemporary visual art curator, writer, and researcher whose curatorial practice is rooted in the exploration of visual,
social, and political cultures through a queer, decolonial lens. Aoife is currently the Curator and Programming Coordinator of Luan Gallery.
Previously, Aoife has curated contemporary visual art exhibitions and managed public engagement programmes for galleries and cultural



institutions across Ireland. She holds a joint BA in Fine Art and Visual Culture (2018) and an MA in Visual Culture, Art in the Contemporary
World (2020) from the National College of Art and Design.

Valeria Ceregini

Valeria Ceregini is an ltalian Irish-based curator and art historian specialising in ecological and trans-cultural research. Working across Ireland
and Europe, she develops interdisciplinary exhibitions and community-engaged projects, curating national and international premieres and
supporting Irish artists through collaborative platforms. Her research explores new perspectives on contemporary art through cross-cultural
dialogue. She holds an MA in Communication Science (University of Turin), an MA (Hons) in History of Art, and a PGDip in Cultural Heritage &
Museum Studies (University of Genoa). She is the founder and director of MISCIA, and an accredited Relational Dynamics coach. Her work is
supported by organisations including the Arts Council of Ireland, Culture Ireland, and Creative Ireland.
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
